Select Insert Citation first time you use a material and check Show all bibliography fields. Make sure you include the data in the fields marked by a red star according to the examples provided at the bottom of the dialog window. The language of your references should be the Default Language of the document, so please make sure to set it to English (United States). This is an example of a book, including the page (Lasalle 2017, 95).

Present your conclusions in a concise but sufficient manner.

IMPORTANT:  In order for the article to be accepted for publication, you need to make sure that you follow the steps below in the correct formatting of the references and bibliographic list.
INSERTING REFERENCES USING MICROSOFT WORD

Entering references that follow the Chicago citation style will be done manually, from the References tab of MS Word. In the Style field, choose Chicago. Use the Manage Sources button, in the window that appears press the New button…, the Create Source window will appear from where you can choose the type of source (book, scientific article, web page, etc.), the language used for formatting references and information fields necessary. By default, only the most common fields are displayed, but you can check the Show All Bibliography Fields box to access other fields (such as translator name, editing information, volume number, etc.). Once the information has been entered, the reference will appear in a list. Then place the cursor in the text where you want it inserted and click on the Insert Citation button (selecting the source from the list).
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The window in which information about a source is added, with all the fields scrolled.
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Ready-to-use document sources.
In the case of works with multiple authors, use the comma between the first and last names of the authors and the semicolon between the full names of the authors, and for collective authors, for example, "Editorial Board" or "Ethics Committee" tick Corporate author. In the absence of a known author the field is left blank.
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Formatting author names for multi-author papers.
To add the page number you are referring to or hide the author's name, year, or title, if they have already been used in the text, click on the right-click arrow in the text and choose Edit Citation.
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Adding a quote details.
To manage the complete list of added resources, by clicking on the Source Manager button, all the resources whose information has been inserted in the Master List area automatically appear in the window. If they have not been used in the current document, they can be selected and associated with the document by pressing the Copy -> button. If the sources were not used in the document, in order not to appear in the bibliographic list, you can click on them in the Current List and then delete them using the <- Copy button.
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Managing document sources.

INSERTING THE BIBLIOGRAPHY LIST
To collect the sources and insert the bibliography at the end of the paper, use the Bibliography button, and choose one of the options (any one, considering that you will have to edit the section title for a paper in Romanian). The inserted bibliography will include all works in the Current List and the Source Manager window even if they were not used to insert references in the document, so make sure that only the sources used before creating the bibliography are in that list.
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Insertion of the bibliographic list
The title of the list can be edited to reflect the language in which the paper is written. If sources or information about them are added, removed, or modified along the way, the list can be updated using the Update Citations and Bibliography button that appears at the top left of the list when clicked. The title of the list will be automatically formatted using the Heading 1 style and will appear in the paper.
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
